Degree Requirements for NKU

To earn a bachelor’s degree at NKU, students must complete a minimum of 120 credit hours with at
least 45 credit hours numbered 300 and above. In addition, at least 25% of the credit hours required for
the degree and the last 30 credit hours must be completed at NKU. Students must have an overall GPA
of 2.0, earn a C or higher in all major courses, and meet all prerequisites for courses and requirements
for the major. A minor is not required for this major.

National Council Licensure Examination (NCLEX-RN)

A requirement for admission to the R.N. to B.S.N. program is an active registered nursing license. In
order to obtain a nursing license, nurses must take and pass the National Council Licensure Examination
(NCLEX-RN). Validation for passing the exam will be to verify a current license with the state board of
nursing in which the student is licensed.

Students with an active registered nursing license will receive credit for NKU courses according to the
chart below after they are enrolled in the R.N. to B.S.N. program.
